Additionally, the authority will manage maritime and
educational research, exhibitions, conferences, training and
workshops, as well as tourism related activities and specialised
arbitration. Furthermore, in keeping with Law No.(11) of 2010
concerning Licensing of Maritime Vessels in the Emirate of
Dubai, the organisation is responsible for outlining and testing
specifications of water crafts in co-ordination with relevant
government entities.

% Licensing Marine Vessels

For a marine vessel to be licensed, all requirements, stipulations and
specifications approved by DMCA shall be met. The same applies to all
crew working on the marine vessel.

LICENSING

DMCA is dedicated to providing a secure maritime environment in
co-operation with the Dubai government. It organises and manages
the laws of vessels’ licensing by checking equipment and systems as
well as through the registration and certification of vessels and crew,
authorising them to work in the maritime sector. The organisation
also protects the environment from pollution and organises activities
within Dubai waterways by providing vessels guidelines for security
and safety requirements.

CERTIFICATIONS

Recognising the fact that adequately trained crew and personnel are
of prime importance to maintaining a safe maritime environment,
DMCA is tasked with the training and certification of all individuals
wishing to manoeuvre and work on vessels operating in Dubai waters.
The processes of theoretical and practical training are carried out

in compliance with rigorous criteria outlined by the International
Maritime Organisation Standards, as well as local requirements.

INSPECTIONS

Regular inspections of all vessels operating in Dubai waters, be they
for recreational or commercial purposes has been deemed mandatory
by DMCA. Not only will it be a pre-requisite for fresh applications
and renewal of licenses, it will also play a key role during times of
ownership transfer and change in the build of the vessel.

DMCA innovates strategies to regulate various maritime operations
in Dubai. The strategies cover the adoption of new regulations to
effectively supervise all maritime operations, such as random docking
activities, in line with all local and international regulations.

The new regulations govern the supervision of all vessels passing in
Dubai waters and their operations by monitoring systems to verify
and review certificates of the vessels, crew documents, credibility and
history, while enabling marine transport to commit to all international
laws concerning operations and eliminating potential maritime threats
to the Emirate.
