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Circular No. (13) of Year 2024 Regarding:

Prohibition of Ships Double Banking in Dubai Waters without Permit

To: Ship Owners and Ship Managers/Ship Masters/Ship Agents

Dear Customers,

According to this circular and The Executive Council Resolution
No. (11) of 2013 Issuing the Implementing Bylaw of Law No. (11)
of 2010 Concerning the Licensing of Vessels in the Emirate of
Dubai as amended, ships double banking is strictly prohibited for
all types of ships in Dubai waters including the exclusive economic
zones without the necessary permits from Dubai Maritime

Authority “DMA”.

Accordingly, all ships are prohibited from anchoring in places
designated for the Dubai waters without obtaining DMA approval.
Additionally, it is mandatory for ships anchoring or transiting
through Dubai waters to maintain an operational Automatic
Identification System (AIS). Should the AIS be defective, the
Master of the ship is required to immediately notify the nearest

authority.

According to the above, DMA will take all necessary actions
against any ship committing any of the violations mentioned in
this circular and will impose fines it deems appropriate in this

regard.
This circular is effective as of the date of its issuance.

We appreciate your constant cooperation with us and your efforts
to serve the public interest and optimize the use of resources and

infrastructure in the Dubai Emirate.
